Terms and Conditions

Trips must take place between September 2009 and May 2010 and
are subject to availability of suitable dates in the Education
Programme’s calendar.

Organising teachers must attend a free pre-visit planning meeting at
The Arboretum Trust.

Supervising adults are admitted free up to the required supervision
ratios, which will be discussed at the pre-visit meeting.

Following successful application, payment will be made in the form of
discounted entry and activity fees at the Arboretum Trust. The terms
and conditions of the Awards for All grant prevent us from paying
monies directly to transport providers.

Visits include full day entry to the arboretum and two assisted activity
sessions.

How to Apply - Grant Application Letter

To apply for this grant please send a one page letter on your schools
headed paper to the address on the back page of this leaflet explaining
why you feel your school is eligible.

As a minimum your letter should include the following information;
Name, telephone number and e-mail address of the organising
teacher.
The schools full address with postcode .
The Index of Multiple Deprivation Score for your school*.
Any other data or information which you feel demonstrates your
school is in the top 20% of deprived communities in the UK, for
example, a high percentage of pupils eligible for free school meals
or if your school is in a Sure Start Area.

4) On the page that appears scroll down to and then click on the link to

5) On the page that appears scroll down to and then click on the link to
the ‘Indices of Deprivation 2007 for Super Output Areas (2007)’

A table will appear with statistics for your school’s area.

6) Make a note of the first figure in the table (Index of Multiple Deprivation
Score (Areas)) in the box below, you will need it for your grant application
letter. The number should be between 1.00 and 100.00.
